Cameron House is an exceptionally spacious 
substantial 9 bedroomed dwellinghouse with 8 
en-suites.  Cameron House is located on what 
locally is often referred to as “The Golden 
Mile”.  Achintore Road is part of the main 
Glasgow to Fort William route.  Sitting close to 
Loch Linnhe Cameron House has exceptional 
views over the Loch and to the Ardgour hills. 
 
There are six designated parking spaces at the 
front of the house, with further parking in the 
driveway to the side and in the large single 
garage.  There is an attractively laid out 
garden.  Cameron House has double glazing 
and electric heating.  The property also 
benefits from a fitted smoke detector/alarm 
system with ancillary lighting.   
 
This is the first time Cameron House has come 
on the market for sale in 45 years.   
 
The property is a short walking distance from 
Fort William town centre, the shores of Loch 
Linnhe and the local yacht club.   
 
Fort William is the main district town of 
Lochaber.  The town has a variety of shops, 
restaurants, library, museum and hospital.   
 
Fort William is known as “The Outdoor Capital 
of The UK”.  Fort William is a town which is 
popular with tourists.  The town is situated 
amongst outstanding scenery.  The 
countryside has an abundance of wildlife.  
Outdoor pursuits available in the district 
include sailing, fishing, walking, climbing, and 
skiing.

LOCATION – (Cameron House, Achintore 
Road, Fort William, PH33 6RN) 
 

 
 
When travelling from Fort William town centre, 
at the west end roundabout turn on to 
Achintore Road (which is the Fort William to 
Glasgow road).  Drive past Fort William 
Primary School on the left hand side and 
continue a short distance along Achintore 
Road until reaching the entrance to Seafield 
Gardens (on the left).  Cameron House is the 
sixth on the left after passing the entrance to 
Seafield Gardens.   
 
Entrance into the front of the house is into a 
large tarmacadamed area with 6 designated 
parking bays.  There is a additional parking at 
the side of the house.   
 
From the laid out parking area steps lead to 
the front door.  There are raised patios to 
either side.  Ground level lights illuminate the 
front of the house.   

 
ACCOMMODATION 

 
VESTIBULE      1.11m (3’8”) x 1.75m (5’9”) 
 
The external wooden door with opaque glass 
panels opens into the vestibule.  The vestibule 
has fitted coat hooks.  A further door with glass 
panels and glass panel surround, opens into 
the hallway.   
 
From the spacious hallway rooms lead off to 
both the left and right.  In the hallway there is a 
built in storage cupboard with light.  The 
staircase leads to upper floor accommodation.  
To the right of the hallway is the Lounge.    
 
 
 
 



 

 

 
LOUNGE                     4.4m (14’5”, into a bay  

window) x 4.2m (13’10”) 
  

 
 
The large bay window affords magnificent 
views down and across Loch Linnhe.  The 
focal point of the room is the fireplace with tiled 
hearth surround.  The traditional fireplace is 
operational.  To the right of the fireplace is a 
built in bookcase with glass panelled door. 
 

 

 
 
 
 
DINING ROOM           9.13m (29’11”) x 3.58m  

(11’9”)  

 
 

The focal point of the room is the fireplace with 
Fyfestone surround and tiled hearth.  The 
fireplace is operational.  To the left of the 
fireplace is a built in shelved display unit.  To 
the window over looks the side garden.  A 
connecting door with clear glass panels and 
clear glass panel surround opens into another 
sitting room.  There is also a connecting door 
to the kitchen.   
 

 
 
SITTING ROOM                      10.63m (34’11”)  

x 3.33m (10’1”) 

 
 

The sitting room can be entered either from the 
kitchen or from the dining room.  This is a well 
proportioned room with double glazed sliding 
doors opening to the side garden.  The patio 
doors gives views over the garden and to Loch 
Linnhe.  At the far end of this room a door 
opens into the kitchen.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 

KITCHEN          2.59m (8’8”) (at widest point) 
x 7.02m (23’) 

 
 
Modern fitted wall and floor mounted units 
including a 6 drawer unit.  There is a marble 
effect work surface with recessed downlights 
under the wall units.  Stainless steel sink with 
drainer and mixer tap.  There is also partial 
wood panelling.  Wall tiling and also a tiled 
floor.  There is space and plumbing for a 
washing machine, and space for a tumble 
dryer, cooker, cooker hood and fridge freezer.  
There is a wall mounted panel for the smoke 
alarm/detector control unit.  Extractor fan.  
Door to the back garden.  
 
 
BEDROOM 1        4.66m (14’) x 3.89m (12’9”) 
 

 
 
The bay window provides excellent views over 
the Loch and front garden.  A feature of the 
room is the fireplace with the tiled hearth 
surround and wooden mantelpiece.  To the 
side of the fireplace there is a bookcase with 
shelves.  There are various built in units 
including a fitted wardrobe with mirrored door.  
There are built in cupboards above the space 
for the double bed.   
 
 
 
 

Bedroom 1 

 
 
EN-SUITE TOILET/SHOWER W.C. and 
W.H.B.  There is wall tiling and tiled shower 
unit.  The shower door has vanity strips.  Wood 
lined ceiling and two swivel downlights.  
Extractor fan. 
 
 
BEDROOM 2    5.7m (17’7”) (at widest point)  

x 4.41m (14’6”) 
This is a family bedroom just off the kitchen 
and also accessed from the hallway.  There 
are windows to the back and to the side of the 
house.  This room has two mirrored wardrobes 
each with sliding doors, clothes rail and shelf.   
From this room a door with opaque glass 
panels enters a spacious bathroom. 
 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 

En-suite bathroom                 3.26m (10’8”) x  
1.62 (15’4”)   

 
 
The bathroom has wall tiling and wood 
panelling.  There is a wood lined ceiling with 
swivel downlights.  W.C. and W.H.B. and bath, 
shower and shower screen with modesty strips 
above.   
 
BEDROOM 3    3.63m (10’11”) x 2.92m (9’7”) 
 
This is the final bedroom on the ground floor.  
This bedroom is located at the end of the 
hallway with a window to the side elevation.  
There is a built in wardrobe with mirrored door, 
shelf and clothes rail.  There are fitted 
bookshelves.   
 
En-suite toilet and shower .  The en-suite has 
a full wall tiling, tiled shower cabinet.  W.C. and 
W.H.B.  Extractor fan.  Wood finished ceiling 
with downlights. 
 
 
Stairs lead to the upper level.  An Unusual and 
attractive feature is the staircase which opens 
out to both the right and left to form two 
separate landings.  Taking the staircase to the 
right it leads to a landing with a large velux 
window which enhances the flow of natural 
light.   

 
 

To the left at the top of that staircase is a large 
walkin cupboard with carpet, shelves and light.  
That cupboard also houses a water tank.  
Opposite that is another walk-in storage 
cupboard with carpet, shelves and light. 
 
 
BEDROOM 4      3.71m (12’2”) x 2.97m (9’9”) 
 

 
 
This room has a window to the side of the 
house overlooking the garden and with views 
towards Loch Linnhe.  There is a built in 
wardrobe with mirrored sliding doors, fitted 
shelves and clothes rail. 
 
En-suite toilet/shower room .  The en-suite is 
full tiled, W.C. and W.H.B. and corner shower 
unit.  There is a pine lined ceiling with swivel 
downlights.  Extractor fan. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 

BEDROOM 5   4.26m (14’) (at widest point) x 
2.8m (9’2”) 

 
 
This bedroom overlooks the back garden.  It 
has a fitted wardrobe with mirrored sliding 
doors, shelf and clothes rail.   
 
Bedroom 5 has an en-suite toilet/shower 
room .  The en-suite has full wall tiling, W.C. 
and W.H.B.  Extractor fan.   
 
BEDROOM 6           3m (9’10”) x 3.7m (12’2”) 
 

 
 
This large bedroom has views to the side of 
the house and views over Loch Linnhe.  There 
is a built in wardrobe with mirrored sliding door 
with fitted shelves and clothes rail. 
 

 

Bedroom 6 cont’d 
There is an en-suite toilet and shower room .  
The en-suite is fully tiled with a tiled corner 
shower unit.  W.C. and W.H.B.  Wood lined 
ceiling with two recessed swivel downlights.   
 
 

 
 
Crossing to the other landing, to the right is a 
walk-in cupboard with lights, coathooks, 
clothes hanger and rail.  This cupboard also 
houses a hot water tank. 
 
 
BEDROOM 7        3.66m (12’) x 4.39m (14’5”) 
 

 
 
This is a well proportioned family room with a 
window to the front of the house with views 
over Loch Linnhe.  Wardrobe with mirrored 
sliding doors, shelf and rail.  
 
This bedroom has an en-suite toilet/shower  
room .  It has full wall tiling and there is tiled 
corner shower unit.  W.C. and W.H.B.  Wood 
lined ceiling with swivel downlight.  Extractor 
fan. 
 
 
 
 
 
 



 

 

 
BEDROOM 8           3m (9’10”) x 1.95m (6’5”) 
 
This is a front facing bedroom with views over 
Loch Linnhe.  The ceilings are slightly 
coombed.  W.H.B.   
 
BEDROOM 9    3.78m (12’5”) x 4.42m (14’6”) 
 

 
 
This is a spacious family room with views 
across and along Loch Linnhe.  Fitted 
wardrobe with sliding doors, clothes rail and 
shelves. There is a fitted wardrobe with 
mirrored sliding doors, clothes rail and shelves. 
 
En-suite toilet/shower room .  W.C. and 
W.H.B. wall tiling.  Tiled shower unit.  Wood 
lined ceiling with swivel downlights.  Extractor 
fan.   
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

EXTERNALLY 
 

 
 
From the parking area steps lead to a raised 
patio.  There are ground level lights which 
illuminate the front of the house.  A path leads 
round the side of Cameron House.  The 
garden hedge provides a degree of privacy.  
To the side of the house there is a lawn.  To 
the back of the house is a drying green.  There 
is a garden shed (included in the sale) which is 
adjacent to the drying green.  The elevated 
sections of the back garden provide various 
flowerbeds with connecting walkways.  The 
green house is included.  A path extends along 
the back of the house.  Large single garage 
with up and over door, power supply and light.
