This New House is a modern detached
dwelling with attractive stone finish and slate
roof. The main house has accommodation
comprising lounge, sitting/dining room, kitchen,
utility room, bathroom and four bedrooms (two
en-suite). There is a driveway and parking for
several cars. There is extensive timber
decking with ornamental railing.

The main house has double-glazing and oil
fired central heating. The self contained unit
also has double glazing and electric heating.
There is extensive use of oak wood floor
finishing on the lower floors of both premises
and extensive use of wood finishings
throughout.

Included in the sale are all the blinds,
furnishings light fittings, floor coverings and
white goods.

Gairlochy is a small community of houses in a
scenic rural setting. The property is within
walking distance of the River Lochy and also
not far from the Caledonian Canal. From the
front of the house there are views over the
River Lochy, to the Great Glen and
surrounding hills.

The nearest village is Spean Bridge which has
a general store, post office, primary school and
hotel. There is also a railway station at Spean
Bridge with train links to Fort William and to
Glasgow.

The main district town of Fort William is known
as the “Outdoor Capital of the UK”. Fort
William has a variety of shops, restaurants,
library and museum and hospital. Outdoor
pursuits are available in the district including
sailing, fishing, walking, climbing and skiing.

LOCATION — New House, Gairlochy, PH34

On leaving Fort William Town Centre drive on
the A82 Inverness to Spean Bridge. At Spean
Bridge continue on the A82 until reach you
reach the Commando Memorial. At the
Commando Memorial turn left to Gairlochy.
The property is on the left hand side shortly
after the Caravan Park. Alternatively if
travelling from Banavie drive along the B8004
turning off right to Gairlochy. Cross the
Caledonian Canal heading for Gairlochy. At
Gairlochy the property can clearly be seen on
the right hand side.

ACCOMMODATION

FRONT PORCH 2.1m (7)) x 1.7m (5"4)
The front door has five clear glass panels.
This well proportioned entrance porch has
views over the River Lochy and to the
surrounding countryside. The oak flooring
extends through most of the ground floor
rooms. Internal wooden door with glass panels
gives access to the porch and to the lounge.

LOUNGE

7m (22'10") x 3.6m (11'8")
(at widest point)

From the porch the internal wooden door with
clear glass panels opens in to the lounge. The
oak floor can be seen continuing in to the
conservatory and in to the kitchen. A feature
of the lounge is the fireplace with tiled hearth
and surrounding mantel. Above the mantel is
an inset mirror enhancing the feeling of light
and depth in the room. A carpeted staircase
with wooden handrail and banister lead to the
upper floor accommodation. Excellent views.



DINING/SITTING ROOM
3.9m (12'8") x 4.3m 14

This room is ideally located beside the lounge.
There is a feature pine ceiling. The continuous
windows on the three outer walls give views of
the outside and makes this a room which is full
of natural light. Not only is there is a pine
ceiling but also oak flooring. French doors
open on to the timber decking. There is a
marble finished “hearth and surround” with
wooden mantle and grate.  This “mock”
fireplace is for visual effect and is not
operational. Wall mounted candlelight fittings.
Excellent views.

KITCHEN

3.6m (1110”) x 3.6m (11'10")

The kitchen has connecting doors (with clear
glass panels) to both the lounge and utility
room. The front facing window takes
advantage of the views. There are modern
wall and floor mounted kitchen units with tiling
above the work surface. The work surfaces
are made from oak. Four ring hob and
halogen hob. Grill, top oven and main oven
and cooker hood with light. Two of the wall
mounted units have display doors. There is a
full height unit with built in storage racks.
Storage racks are also fitted in the corner unit
with sliding storage rack. There is a traditional

style sink with mixer tap. Four light fitting. Oak
flooring. The proportions of the room allow for
its use as a breakfast/dining area.

UTILITY ROOM 2.1m (7)) x 1.9m (6'5")

Built in units with washing machine, tumble
dryer and under sink storage cupboard. Sink
with modern mixer tap. Intergral fridge freezer.
Oak flooring. There is an external door to the
back of the house.

Off the lounge is a hallway which leads to
the downstairs bedrooms and bathroom. The
theme of oak flooring is continued in to the
downstairs hallway.

In the hallway there is an under-stair storage
cupboard. The cupboard houses controls for
the heating. It should be noted that the
heating is individually controlled for the
downstairs rooms. All the downstairs rooms
have underfloor heating.



BATHROOM 2.4m (7'10") x 7.8m (6'1")
Bath with wet wall finish above, wall mounted
shower and shower screen. There is tiled
flooring, w.h.b. and w.c. There is a light with
shaver point above the wash hand basin.
Extractor fan.

BEDROOM 1

3m (9'11") x 4.5m (14'10")
(at widest point)

This room is to the right off the hallway. It is
presently presented as a double room. There
is a window to the rear elevation.

Bedroom 1 has an en-suite shower room  with
corner shower unit with wet wall finish and
sliding cabinet doors. Wash hand basin with
mixer tap. W.C. with push button flush. There
is a small storage cupboard underneath the
w.h.b. and a further wall mounted cupboard
with mirror. Floor tiling. Extractor fan.

BEDROOM 2 3.6m (11'10”) x 3m (9'11")

This room could be used as both a double or a
twin room. There is a window to the back of
the house.

A staircase with wooden handrail and banister
lead to the upper floor accommodation. Above
the landing there is velux windows to both the
front and back of the house allowing natural
light to illuminate the landing and staircase.

BEDROOM 3

4.9m (16°2") x 3.6m (11'10")
(the ceilings are slightly coombed)

This is a double/twin room with excellent views
of the River Lochy and surrounding
countryside. Fitted storage cupboard housing
the hot water tank.

BEDROOM 4 4.7m (15'5") x 5m (16'4")

(the ceilings are slightly coombed)

The window to the front provides elevated
views of the countryside. There is also a velux
window to the back. Bedroom 4 has two built
in wardrobes with sliding mirrored doors. Each
wardrobe has shelves and a clothes rail.



There is an en-suite bathroom 2.5 (8'2") x
1.8m (5'9”). A stand alone bath with silver
finished feet and telephone style shower
attachment. W.h.b. and w.c. A heated towel
rail/radiator. Extractor fan.

SELF CONTAINED ACCOMMODATION UNIT

Adjoining the house is a self contained unit
which provides further accommodation. The
external p.v.c. door with opaque glass panel
opens into the spacious combined kitchen and
lounge/dining area. There are modern wall
and floor mounted units with marble effect
work surface and matching splash back. One
and a half bowl sink with drainer and mixer tap.

There is an intergral Stoves Newhome oven
and grill. There is also a four ring Stoves
Newhome hob with three speed extractor
hood. Ceiling downlights. The kitchen is open
to the lounge and dining area. There are wall
mounted lights in the lounge and a wall
mounted modern electric fire with pebbles
changeable lighting and variable heating. Oak
flooring.

French door with glass panels surrounds give
excellent views to the River Lochy and
surrounding countryside. Doors open on to
timber decking.

From the lounge a staircase with handrail and
wooden banister lead to the upper floor. The
upper floor ceilings are slightly coombed. The
bedroom is approximately 4.7m (155") X
3.6m (11'9”"). The windows from the front
elevation provide superb views. There is a
built-in cupboard housing the hot water tank.



BATHROOM

3.6m (11'9”) x 2.2m (7'3)

Fitted bath with marble effect wet wall
surround. There is a separate shower unit with
matching wet wall finish. Heated towel rail.
Velux window to the side elevation. Extractor
fan. W.C. and W.H.B.

EXTERNALLY

There is a Driveway and the grounds provide
parking for several cars. An enhancing feature
is the extensive use of block paving on
approach to the house. Both buildings have
external lights (some have fitted sensors).

Both buildings have matching timber decking
to the front with ornamental railing. The timber
decking provides an elevated area for viewing
the countryside.
