Khan Yunis is situated close to Fort William 
town centre but on an elevated site and with 
excellent panoramic views towards Loch 
Linnhe and the Conaglen and Corpach Hills.  
Traditionally constructed in the early 1930s, 
the property provides a spacious home in good 
condition throughout although a successful 
purchaser may consider modernisation of the 
kitchen and possibly the bathroom, although 
both rooms are presently fully functional.   
 
The house is double glazed and has partial 
electric off-peak storage heating with storage 
heater situated in the hall, with other rooms 
having electric panel heaters.  The carpets and 
curtains and other extras as aftermentioned 
are included in the sale price.   
 
The house is well situated for easy access to 
Fort William town centre for the usual range of 
shops etc.  The local primary school is literally 
within sight of the house, with Lochaber High 
School being situated at Camaghael, some 
three miles from Fort William town centre.  
Being on an elevated site, the house looks 
onto Loch Linnhe and towards the Conaglen 
Hills and the Corpach Hills.  The views are 
enhanced by the large oriel window in the 
sitting room providing panoramic views to the 
west, north and east.  The dining room has a 
bay window to the front but also a side window 
towards the west.

The 
hall is “T”-shaped with a stairway leading to the 
upper floor.

There is an open fire with fire-surround and the 
coal-effect electric fire set into the fireplace is 
included.  Two panel radiators. Central 
pendant light with further light in the bay.   
 

 
 
DINING ROOM          5.0m x 3.95m (into bay)  

(16’5” x 13’0” (into bay)) 
As with the sitting room, the dining room is 
front-facing with excellent views to loch and 
hills enhanced by a bay window and further 
window to the side (west).  Open fire with fire-
surround and electric coal-effect fire included.  
Panel radiator.  Pendant light and four wall 
lights.  
 

 
 
KITCHEN           3.85m x 3.2m (12’8” x 10’8”) 
Views to the side (north-east).  Range of 
kitchen units and with stainless-steel 
sink/double drainer and mixer taps.  Kitchen 
cooker, fridge and washing machine included.  
Fitted larder and fitted storage cupboard with 
further large understairs storage cupboard.  
There is an open fire but this is boarded up 
and the chimney may be capped.  It should be 
noted that the radiator in the kitchen is 
presently non-operational.  Fitted cupboard 
housing the electric meters and fuseboxes.

Rear facing.  Two double fitted wardrobes with 
surrounding fitted dressing table and with 
range of fitted cupboards above.  Pendant 
light.  
 

 
 
A short flight of stairs leads up to a landing 
from which leads off the bathroom.  
 
BATHROOM            2.6m x 2.0m (8’6” x 6’6”) 
Also rear facing with attractive partial stain-
glassed window.  Full suite comprising 
panelled bath with mains operated shower, wc 
and whb.  Heated towel rail.  Large illuminated 
mirror above whb.  Mirror fronted medicine 
cabinet.   
 

 

 
UPPER FLOOR  
Stairway continues to the upper landing with 
the stairwell being illuminated by a skylight.  
The upper landing has a pendant light.  
 
 
BEDROOM 2    3.95m x 3.3m (13’0” x 10’10”) 
Front facing.   
 

 
BEDROOM 3/BOXROOM 

1.9m x 1.8m (6’3” x 6’0”) 
This room is presently used as a single 
bedroom and is rear facing with skylight 
window.  There is access into the eaves which 
are partially floored and ideal for storage with 
the eaves housing the hot water tank.  Further 
access by ceiling trap door to the attic.   
 
 
EXTERNALLY  
Pedestrian access is taken to the property from 
the public footpath adjoining Lundavra Road 
and a concrete or paved pathway winds up 
through the front garden to the “crazy-paved” 
path to the front of the house with the pathway 
leading into the side garden.  A short flight of 
steps leads up from the pathway to the front 
door.  The front garden is mainly under grass 
but with mature shrubs and trees and with 
flower rockeries.  There is garden ground to 
both sides of the house with one of the side 
gardens housing the greenhouse.   
 
The rear garden is partially set out to provide a 
clothes drying green.  There is also a hard 
standing area for carparking.  An access 
roadway leads down from Argyll Terrace into 
the rear garden and from there to the garage 
which has block-built foundations and 
corrugated iron walls and roof.  There are two 
sheds.
