Laggan Lea is a detached Bungalow located in 
the Great Glen a short distance from Thomas 
Telford’s famous Caledonian Canal.  The 
property is surrounded by attractive 
countryside yet is a short distance from the 
A82 trunk road which connects Glasgow, Fort 
William and Inverness.   
 
The accommodation comprises Entrance Hall, 
Lounge, Kitchen, Utility Room, four Bedrooms, 
Toilet and Bathroom.  There is a large 
established garden with parking for several 
cars.   
 
 
LOCATION – Laggan Lea, South Laggan, 
Spean Bridge, Inverness-shire, PH34 3EA 
 
South Laggan is approximately twenty miles 
north of Fort William on the A82 Inverness 
road.  When driving from Fort William take the 
A82 through Spean Bridge past the 
Commando Memorial until you reach South 
Laggan.  There is a signpost for Laggan Locks 
on the left hand side of the A82.  The entrance 
for Laggan Lea is the first on the left after the 
turn off for Laggan Locks. 
 

 
 
 
 
ACCOMMODATION 
 
The entrance at the front of the house is a 
covered entrance with external light.  There is 
a tiled step to the wooden external front door 
which has nine glass panels.  The door opens 
to a spacious Hallway.  Smoke alarm. 
 
 
 
 

LOUNGE  17’5” (5.3m) x 12’11” (3.9m) (into 
the bay window) 
 

 
 
The Lounge is the first room on the left off the 
Hallway.  This is a well proportioned room.  
The Bay Window allows the occupants to 
benefit from the views of the garden and 
surrounding scenery. At times of higher rainfall 
a waterfall can be seen on the hillside 
opposite. The focal point of the room is the 
marble fireplace with wooden surround and 
mantle.  There is an L.P.G. gas fire.         
 

 
 
DINING ROOM      11’2” (3.4m) x 10’8 (3.3m) 
 

 
 



 

 

Dining Room continued 
The Dining Room is ideally located between 
the Lounge and the Kitchen.  The Dining Room 
has views similar to those from the Lounge.  A 
sliding door separates the Lounge from the 
Kitchen.   
 
 
 
KITCHEN         13’3” (4.1m) x 12’5” (3.8m) 
 

 
 
The Kitchen is a spacious room with a window 
to the back of the house overlooking the 
garden and surrounding fields and hills.  The 
proportions of the Kitchen make it suitable as a 
Breakfast/Dining Area.  There are modern 
fitted Magnet kitchen units.  The fitted kitchen 
units include a corner display shelf unit, drawer 
unit with four drawers and a further drawer unit 
incorporating two pan drawers.  Built-in 
extractor hood (ducted outside) with light and 
three speed fan.  There is space for a cooker 
and space for a fridge.  There is a tiled splash 
back above the work surface.  Stainless steel 
sink with drainer and mixer taps.  There is a 
built-in cupboard housing the oil fired boiler 
and a separate storage cupboard with three 
shelves, meter and fuse box.  Strip light. 
 

 
 

From the Kitchen a door with opaque glass 
panels leads into the Hallway.  To the left is 
Bedroom 2.                             
 
 
UTILITY ROOM   10’3” (3.1m) x 11’3” (3.4m) 
   (at widest point) 
  
The Utility Room is adjacent to the Kitchen.  
There is space and plumbing for a washing 
machine.  There is also space for a freezer.  
External wooden door with glass panel.  
Smoke alarm. 
 
Adjacent to the Utility Room is a separate 
Toilet with w.c. and w.h.b.  The Toilet is ideally 
located adjacent to the external door. 
 
 
BEDROOM 1       11’2” (3.4m) x 10’2” (3.1m) 
 

 
 
This Bedroom is located at the front of the 
house adjacent to the Dining Room and 
overlooking the front garden. 
 
 
BEDROOM 2          9’10” (3.1m) x 8’8” (2.6m) 
 

 
 
This Bedroom has a window overlooking the 
back garden with views of the Great Glen.

Fitted bath with Triton shower.  Above the bath 
is a fitted shower screen with modesty strip.  
Extractor fan. W.h.b.  Towel rail.  The 
Bathroom fittings are included. 
 
 
TOILET                    5’3” (1.6m) x 3’3” (1.0m)  
 Separate Toilet with w.c.  
 
 
 
BEDROOM 3         12’6” (3.8m) x 8’9” (2.6m) 
 

 
 
As with Bedroom 2 there is a window to the 
back garden.  There is a fitted cupboard with 
shelf and clothes rail.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
BEDROOM 4      14’6” (4.4m) x 11’10” (3.6m) 
   (at widest point) 
 

 
 
 
Spacious Bedroom with views to the front.  
Fitted cupboard with shelf and clothes rail. 
 
 
 
 
EXTERNALLY 
 
There is a mature established garden.  The 
access road is owned by the Seller.  The 
access drive curves round past the front of the 
house.  There is parking area at the end of the 
driveway.  The front garden is mainly to grass.  
The garden has a variety of shrubs and plants.  
Included are the blackcurrant, redcurrant and 
raspberry bushes.  There is also a vegetable 
patch.   
 
Covered wooden store with adjoining shed.  
Wooden garage with concrete base.  There is 
a workbench in the garage.
